2018-2019 LATE-ARRIVING SCHOLARSHIPS 

 
LEHIGH VALLEY WATER SUPPLIERS, INC. SCHOLARSHIP***   
ELIGIBILITY:  This scholarship is open to graduating high school seniors in the top half of 
 their class who will attend a college or a vocational/technical institute in the fall.     
STANDARDS:  Selection will be based on participation in environmental or science activities 
 and/or continuing education in a field that could be applied to the water industry 
 (science, engineering, finance, plumbing, etc.).  Demonstrated participation in civic, 
 community, or extra-curricular activities is also a criterion. 
AMOUNT:  Two $250 scholarships will be awarded upon proof of acceptance from the   
 recipient's school or college.  If possible, one scholarship will be awarded to a student 
 attending a college and the other to a student attending a vocational/technical institute.  
TO APPLY: Application forms are available in the Guidance Office.  Applications must be  
 mailed by the student and received by April 12 2019. (March deadline extended.)  
 
THE LEHIGH VALLEY MILITARY AFFAIRS COUNCIL SCHOLARSHIP***           
ELIGIBILITY:  This scholarship is open to Lehigh or Northampton County seniors who are also 
 U.S. citizens. In addition, applicants must be included in one or more of the following 
 categories: the child of a veteran; the child of a service member Killed in Action; the 
 child of non-veterans enrolling in a college or university ROTC program with the 
 intention of performing military service. This scholarship can be used for education in 
 either a college or trade school.   
STANDARDS:  Selection will be based on scholarship, participation in school and community 
 activities, and  need for financial assistance.  An essay, a letter of recommendation, a 
 photo, proof of applicable military service, and proof of acceptance at a 
 college/trade  school must also be provided. 
AMOUNT:  This year’s scholarship will be at least $1000.00. Students may apply for two 
 consecutive, annual awards. 
 TO APPLY:  Additional information and the application form are available online at 
 http://www.lv-mac.org/info-for-you-2/scholarship-program.  The application period 
 begins on March 15. Students must also arrange to send the committee an official 
 transcript. Students must mail their completed applications and all accompanying 
 information, and applications must be received by May 31. 
 
STEPHANIE OLEXA AND SETH WEBER SCHOLARSHIP FOR CRIMINAL 
JUSTICE***   
ELIGIBILITY: This scholarship, sponsored by the Lehigh Valley Community Foundation, will 
 be awarded to a high school senior attending an accredited high school (public, private or 
 charter) in Lehigh, Northampton or Bucks Counties who will be majoring in Criminal 
 Justice or Law Enforcement at an accredited institution for post-secondary education 
 during the fall of the year the  scholarship is awarded.  



STANDARDS: Selection will be based on academic achievement and participation in activities 
 and community service. 
AMOUNT: Multiple one year scholarships will be available, totaling $4,000.

SCIENCES*** 
ELIGIBILITY: This scholarship, sponsored by the Lehigh Valley Community Foundation, will 
 be awarded to a high school senior attending an accredited high school (public, private or 
 charter) in Lehigh, Northampton or Bucks Counties who will be majoring in the life 
 sciences at an accredited institution for post-secondary education during the fall of the 
 year the scholarship is awarded.  
STANDARDS: Selection will be based on academic achievement and participation in activities 
 and community service. 
AMOUNT: Multiple one year scholarships will be available, totaling $4,000.
